The project "ArtSea - Contemporary Art-Object in the Open Air” is a no limit studio
where local and foreign artists, designers and architects brought in their own innova-
tive, landscape and situational projects (installations, objects, land art efc.) in order to
create a contemporary art park.

The concept of this project involves the production of abstract objects in one of the
recreational areas of the city of Poti, precisely the Maltakva Forest-Park. The main aim
of the program is to create an environment which will be ecologically and philosophi-
cally inspiring. This complex consisted of organically and technologically eco-friend-
ly elements as well as contained the principles of contemporary spatial installation,
sculpture and landscape architecture. In addition fo promofing a positive state of
mind, these principles give the viewer a conscious and emotional inspiration.

For two weeks, artists worked on individual as well as collaborative projects with con-
temporary landscape architecture and spatial installations. The participants were not
restricted in any way. The criteria of the workshop was on professionalism and innova-
tive vision.

The workshop's priorities were demonstrated by the creation of a project in a speci-
fied tfime-frame, to find out new perceptions and understandings, collaboration and
teamwork, contacts, and to stimulate change and innovation while sharing new ex-
perience with each other.

Particular attention was given to the discovery of local character and the possibilities
of the working territory. The chosen authors created 15 art objects on spot, which natu-
rally matched the area of thie park.

The project’s main concern was fo create a landscape environment which would be
an area distinguished for its art objects and its ongoing development. One of the main
considerations intended was to fransform the park into a creative platform and then
to expand the scope of it by adding new objects of art every year.
