If you meet the Buddha, kill the Buddha!

Anyone encountering the Buddha on their journey
through life might expect to be blessed and
delighted by the event. But Buddhist teaching firmly
instructs its followers; “If you meet the Buddha, kill
the Buddha!” By this is meant that any tradition or
system of authority can act as an obstacle to one’s
journey from illusion to freedom. To metaphorically
kill the teacher is a reminder that fanciful intellectual
and emotional images are dangerous distractions
from actual reality. Indeed the Buddha said that

the understanding of self and the world is only
possible through an immediate perception of such
reality. One method towards these observations

is to surrender oneself into a state of ruthless
experimentation and play — as suggested in
modern systems like Game Theory. But it must

be remembered that adult games are inevitably
consequential and different to children’s games

— which are more spontaneous and orientated to
discovering the world they have just been given.

In his text on play, Homo Ludens (Playing man), the
Dutch historian and cultural theorist Johan Huizinga
wrote: “Summing up the formal characteristic of
play, we might call it a free activity standing quite
consciously outside ‘ordinary’ life as being ‘not
serious’ but at the same time absorbing the player
intensely and utterly... It proceeds within its own
proper boundaries of time and space according to
fixed rules and in an orderly manner. It promotes the
formation of social groupings that tend to surround
themselves with secrecy and to stress the difference

from the common world by disguise or other means.’

Such important investigations into the structures

of everyday can be aided by inquiring into one’s
own social traditions — as tradition is a powerful
underscore of patterned behaviour. Religious or
secular celebrations, rituals connected to death,
birth, marriage and all important moments of
transition, even choice of clothing, can be regarded
as kinds of games. Thus a game might be defined
as the predefined, non-critical, shared reconstruction
of accumulated experience.

The word ‘tradition’ originates from Latin trader,

or traderer, which means to hand over, or to give
for safekeeping. In its modern incarnation the

word stands for a social group’s totality of faith,
thought and behavior as passed from generation to
generation via a uniquely coded system. Contained
within this code is an important symbolic language
inherited from the near or distant past.

Historically, social groups with similar traditions
generated what is known as their ‘culture.” Under
this title the complex human interrelation with the
world, which includes language, religion, social
habit, cuisine, music, art and creativity, are pulled
together. Under this generality is included the
traditions of politics and philosophy which try to
define and re-define these modes of behaviour via
theories and ideas. Art is another tradition within
this investigative process whose own response is to
create physical works.

Thus tradition becomes a crucial self-identifying
factor for cultures undergoing external or internal
threats or take-overs. But the danger is that
adherence to tradition sometimes replaces personal
thought and responsibility, thus restricting critical
thinking and the immediate perception of what

is real. In such cases innovative play is replaced

by a fixed and commonly recognized system of



evaluation that lacks a responsiveness.

While it is important that our traditions contain the
established rules of common cultural experience
and history, it is crucial that their rituals remain
internally alive and mutable, not just external
representations or ornaments of the past. The
outward forms can still be maintained but the
personal responses within them should be given
the freedom of play that will allow evolution within
a culture forever moving towards the future.

2016’s Artisterium invites participants to “Kill the
Buddha!” as a means of critical investigation
into our traditions, rituals, stereotypes and

the relationships to authority and power. In so
doing we seek to unearth some of the essential
processes within the eternal conflict between
tradition and modernity — via the very serious
technique of play.

Ultimately this text should be considered as a
reference and used as point of departure for the
works to be shown within the “Kill The Buddha!”
exhibition. It is not necessary to be limited to the
ideas presented, rather it is meant to inspire and
open a broad dialogue around the destruction of
stereotypes.

Banglaar Baagh is a term in Bengali (the language spoken by the
people of Bengal) that was most frequently used during and after
the freedom movement to refer to the bravado of the freedom
fighters. In appreciation of their gallantry to fight the mighty British
Empire, many daring men were conferred this title by the people
in general. Like many others Sir Ashutosh Mukherjee was also
popularly referred to as “Banglaar Baagh” for his pride in being
an Indian and a Bengalee, his academic excellence, indomitable
courage and a general intransigent attitude towards the British
Government. Just as the people of Punjab revere their great men
as ‘Sher-E-Punjab’ (Tiger of Punjab), several regions in India
with its multitude of languages, have their own equivalents. A
national equivalent ‘Sher-E-Hind’ possibly existed even earlier, to
exemplify the gallantry of India’s great kings. This part of the tiger
world often refers to the great beast (also the national animal of
India) while telling the tales of audacity.

As in the ‘ChhouNaach’ (Chhou Dance) of eastern India, the
tiger appears as an important character in several folk forms of
India. Amongst the urban, folk and street performers, the act of
personifying the tiger itself is quite popular.

My work stems from the above premise in the context of a post-
colonial dialogue. Based on the popular notion, my Banglaar
Baagh investigates the existence of its spirit in today’s Bengal/
India. Thus, the protagonist here is and is not always the

brave revolutionary fighter. Neither is he always the undaunted
protagonist himself, but rather a shadow of the notion. He is
often the ordinary clerk or factory worker, the rickshaw puller or
the street vendor who lives an ordinary life wherein little actually
happens. But he dreams. He aspires. Often unable to face the
light of dawn, he recedes back to the world of his dreams. He
dreams of being the Nawab, while his own back is unclothed.
Failing to combat the adversities of his harsh surroundings, he
confronts the tiger himself, which is often his own alter ego. He
is meek and shy and does not dare to even speak up. He is
often the betrayer and the ridiculed; he is delinquent and blind,
desperate to find a way out of the pettiness of his own life.

All this and more happens to the Banglaar Baagh in the absence
of the Raj and the Queen who has left, but the shadows of the
Empire remains — stark and dark.
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CHINGIZ

Art is actually not able to change the world, but

it is capable of analyzing problems and asking
questions connected to social and political issues.
The contemporary artist becomes the visual
analyst and the philosopher that captures images
and icons for current times — and then transforms
them into artworks. The artist attempts to distill the
essence of the issue in a visual, or sometimes a
non-visual way.

In my work, contradictions between my perceived
reality and so-called “official” information
announced by world mass media pushes me to
react to it. It is the starting point, the inspiration and
outlines that form my projects.

Images created for my project “Dream” consist

of different visual stories printed on a variety of
materials. These visual stories are laconic formulas
highlighting contemporary social and political
problems deeply connected with humanity.

| had the chance of repeating/erasing an
indeterminate number of actions, by touching the
canvas, a tufted fabric. Into a certain extent, this
consciousness of the body in front of the canvas,
moving towards moments of composition was
sometimes balanced, sometimes erratic. Here |
found myself as if | was a “Tai Chi” practitioner,
repeating movements on a velvet or tufted surface
recording and erasing my gestures. | proposed
myself during these series, to a self-regulated
learning cycle phases consisting of three repeating
stages: forethought, performance, and self-
reflection. Within this repetition, as a process of
learning and assimilate the gesture, had as a final
result a more accurate “new calligraphy”. | decided
to open the door to a participatory approach on
“painting”, as an overall recording of gestures.

IVANA STENCLOVA

The theme of family and childhood seems to be sacred when
seen from the perspective of art history. The concept of Ivana
Stenclovéa has a strong ambivalent flavor anyway. Her baby faces
from the year of 2003, created from fragments of plastic dolls,
were hiding relationship to brutal assemblages of Niki de Saint
Phale. Bodies of deformed monster toys referred to perverse
mixtures of bodies made by surrealist Hans Bellmer. Those times,
in the very beginning, there was a mask becoming an important
element of her works.

Originally, it was all about anonymous faces of toys which
seemed as if they should have concealed real emotions.
However, they were also reinforcing the idea of hardly
pronounceable facts and feelings of anxiety. Later, the mask
transformed into ornamental and drawing patterns created by
stamps or a decorative painting roller. The patterns resemble
tattoo or tribal war make-up, but also lace and embroidery
designs closely related to the symbolism of home. Being often
composed of the characters of life and death (female sex,

skull), they could not be decorative with no purpose. There were
facts (which the author actually worked with) which made the
fundamentals — and also the duplicity — naked. There are beauty
and ugliness, birth and destruction, desire and dread, being
mixed in the fact. These are the masks we are talking about,
those masks enchanted in the ornamental mixture of lines and
patterns expressing multiplicity of experience that cannot be
revealed by a simple face.

JENS RAUSCH
Fish will survive

Jens Rausch paintings are impaled in object frames,
speared with actual toothpicks, which evokes references
of an arrangement of a collection of butterflies.

With his series called “fish will survive...” Rausch
contrasts two opposing pools of the alleged modern
human being. On the one hand, the consumer

is removed from nature and can only experience
consumption of commodities in a supermarket and on
the other hand there is still this archaic primary instinct
of hunting for one’s prey in each of us. Grocery shopping
in a supermarket can nowadays be considered as a way
of hunting for food but as an ordinary consumer we are
disconnected with the act of killing and the actual labor
that is involved in the preparation of freshly wrapped
fish. Rausch’s work is positioned between these two
pools of the natural hunting instinct and the alienation of
today’s modern society from nature.

The quality of light reflection is enhanced due to the
paintings’ presentation behind the real glass

of the frames. This way the viewer can see himself in the
work and self-reflection becomes part of

the art work. “Fish will survive...” mirrors our own
delusion of what nature and what reality is.

KOKA RAMISHVILI

“In 1997, the Georgian artist Koka
Ramishvili asked all the international
representatives in Georgia for permission
tomake a film about embassies. He

was asking to film only a single object
from behind their closed walls. This was
his response to the emergence of new
territories in the capital of the newly
independent republic. Embassies were
one of the first signs of re-territorialization
on the landscape of our generation: after
the collapse of the soviet system, the
independence movement, the civil war,
the long lasting isolation and against

the background of ruins, uncertainties
and chaos; also in terms of our desire

to be recognized, of our expectations
and our hopes, with how through the
establishment of embassies suddenly
the desirable distant world became close
to real. However, “opened” embassies
soon became sites of “closure”, with long
queues and frustration in front of heavily
guarded doors, where all our previous
dreams fell short.

Koka Ramishvili wanted to pass

that frontier in order to question the
homogeneity of their facades in their
interior design. Inside, things (objects,
furniture, and technology) were eclectic, as
was expected, from different countries and
manufacturers.”

Shahar Marcus

The work “King of Falafel” is a continuation of Shahar Marcus’s
video works that deal with Israeli cultural symbols, manifested
by various food rituals.

This humorous piece, shot in the spirit of ‘space adventure’
films, touches a few historical and contemporary socio-political
issues. The major theme of the work is the discovery and
conquest of a new frontier. This theme plays a major part in the
Zionist ethos and the early formation of Israel. It also echoes
the history of America and the Western European Colonial past.
By depicting an astronaut who is wearing a white suit with blue
stripes that resembles the Israeli flag, Marcus reflects on a
contemporary ‘Colonialist’ phenomenon in the shape of Israeli
tourism. This phenomenon is mainly expressed by the opening
of Israeli food venues abroad as a form of cultural compulsion.
As opposed to the European Colonial worldview of enforcing
their ‘superior’ knowledge upon the local population, in this
work, the conquering culture is that of simple street food folklore
— the falafel. Ironically, the famous historical rivalry between
former USSR and USA over the landing on the moon is thereby
defeated by an Israeli pioneer — the first one to set up a food
stand in space! By situating this surreal event on the moon —
the symbol of future and progress — Marcus emphasizes the
never-ending, universal human strive for conquering new and
‘undiscovered’ frontiers.

LIVING ROOM I

Playing on modern day culture and connecting with deeply
anthropologic roots, the exhibition LIVING ROOM Il presents
new works from a selection of international artists within the
main halls of the Giorgi Leonidze State Museum of Georgian
Literature in Thilisi, Georgia. The project mixes lounge,
workshop, performance and game space in an experimental
setting which aims to interrogate artworks at their point of
production. It induces the works with collaboration, situation,
and it engages the questions — for who and what is this

for — in a process that embraces what comes into being
unexpectedly.

Throughout history tribes and nomads have moved, migrated,
and rapidly transformed adverse environments into temporary

dwelling zones. Such is the case with contemporary artists
who have continually confronted the white cube, its repetitive
emptiness, and the need to fill the space with their works. So
how can we as a hyper-connected globalized culture make
time and space to involve with artworks, or any subjects,
which require greater attention than exists outside of normal

daily visual and experiential capacities? LIVING ROOM I
enters this story along with our audience.

LIVING ROOM Il is predicated on open mindedness towards
Art and a willingness to trust in the unknown. It uses normal
and unexpected environments as points of departure for the
creation of new works and it addresses current issues around
artistic production and how they can evolve. The exhibition
draws on ideas from Claes Oldenberg’s “The Store”, 1961;
Hans Ulrich Oboist’s the “Kitchen Show”, 1991; and “Room
to Room”, a practice at the foundation of the contemporary
international arts group — Nine Dragon Heads. The exhibition
contains educational components of artist led workshops and
presentations, lectures and screenings, while also creating
opportunities for the visiting artists to experience Georgian
life and culture.

KATHARINA MADERTHANER

Katharina Maderthaner’s works, whether two- or three-dimensional, evolve according to a
two-cycle logic: first synthesize, then sublimate. What the artist unearths in her environs—
forms, textures, patterns and outer surfaces—are at first reduced, condensed and boiled
down to the bone. DIY markets, allotment gardens, amateur-styled websites and laymen
designed flyers are her sources of inspiration, among others. This visual ornamentation

WORKSHOP BRIEF
Lettering or not? Contemporary Lettering and Design

Among classical calligraphy education,
contemporary lettering is the next step. Lettering, as
communication process, has the aim to express the
message basically; moreover, lettering exercises
produce textures that also has its own expressive
and original style; lettering/calligraphy textures
which are not meant to be read.

Emerging new writing (analog) tools and one’s
experimental behavior provides inspirational design
processes. In this workshop, participants would
experiment with analog lettering with different kind
of contemporary practice, textures and digital
editing. After the presentation of concept,
participants would have time to experiment

with the practice.
